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 WORKING WITH GOD

GENESIS 17:1 

 
 

What does it mean to walk with God? 

It means ‘movement’; maintaining a close relationship with Him. 

Walking with God means maintaining a continuous, intimate, and obedient relationship with Him,            

characterised by daily fellowship. It signifies aligning your will with His, trusting His judgement, His direction, 

and His guidance, and daily living openly in His presence.  

Walking with God requires faith, trust, intentionality, and a strong desire to please Him always. 

Amos 3:3 

Walking with God requires agreement as you cannot walk with an individual without having something in 

common. 
It is impossible to walk with someone you have no common ground with. 

When we walk with God, it enables us to want to please Him. 

It requires an intimate relationship with whom we have chosen to walk with. 

It also means disassociating ourselves from any other unprofitable relationship.  

We are to allow Him to guide and lead us in the right way. 

We have to trust His judgment on all matters. We cannot walk with someone we are not willing to obey. 

This particular walk is a daily walk of faith in the Living God, knowing fully well that where He leads us, we 

must follow without question. 

When He instructs us, we must obey, and do so without grumbling.  

We must live daily to please Him. 

Walking in the power and authority of His words.  

Walking with God is nobler than preaching and other forms of service. 

Moses knew God by revelation, but the children of Israel knew Him by experience. David knew the heart of 

God through worship; no wonder all his enemies were subdued by God. 

Sing praises to Him with understanding - this is one of the loaded mysteries from the kingdom. But this    

mystery is often abused, when we constantly refuse to give glory to God. 

Walking with God requires a life of total surrender to Him. 

Luke 22:42 

God is not going to waste the act of revealing His will to you unless He knows you are ready to accept His 

will. 

It is alright to have your plans, but when it comes to God, your heart must be ready and pliable. 

More than your prayers, the state of your heart is crucial in walking with God.   

Jeremiah 29:11 

This means God is thinking about you.  

Walking with God is a high risk, as He will not tolerate any act of disobedience from us. 

When God calls you, the assignment is to follow Him. He is asking you to follow Him and He is asking you to 

trust Him and surrender all to Him. 

Genesis 12:1-3 

When we walk with God, He reveals His will for our life to us. 

This walk is constant and is never just occasional. It is at the end of the journey that you will become      
whatever He has mapped out for you. 

We have the responsibility to discern His nudging, and at times we may fall, but He will rescue us. 

In our walk with God, we must discern how He speaks to us and never be careless, but handle this with all 

carefulness. 

When we walk with God, we should not struggle with disobedience, but we must be strong in verification. 

We must judge every thought that runs through our minds.

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Our walk with Him requires a complete and total surrender in our willingness to enthrone Jesus as a proof of 

our trust. 

You cannot walk with God without fully surrendering to His ways and submitting to His will. 

In this walk, we must embrace His totality. 

At the other side of our walk and surrender to God is glory, power and grace. 

When your heart is surrendered to God, He will take you higher and higher.

⁃ Holiness. This is a major factor of walking with God - Exodus 33:17 

⁃ The willingness to be led by Him - Psalm 32:8 

⁃ Perfection - Genesis 17:1 

⁃ Obedience on our part.  

⁃ Agreement with Him - Amos 3:3 

⁃ The willingness to die to self.  

⁃ The complete purification of our hearts.   
⁃ The willingness to please Him.  

⁃ The desire to hear His voice.  

⁃ The ability to wait on Him and seek His face - Hebrew 10:22 

⁃ The constant desire to fellowship with Him.  

⁃ The walk of grace.  

 

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF WALKING WITH GOD?  

Psalm 91:1 

⁃ You dwell in His secret place and abide under His shadow.  

⁃ You are made perfect.  

⁃ You are provided for.  

⁃ You are divinely protected. 

⁃ The devil can no longer assault you.  

⁃ An unusual access to the heart and resources of men.  

⁃ Unusual kindness from men.  

⁃ Unusual acceptance from men.  

Exodus 3:21 - “And I will give this people favour in the sight of the Egyptians: and it shall come to pass, that, when 

ye go, ye shall not go empty:” 

Psalm 44:3 - “For they got not the land in possession by their own sword, Neither did their own arm save them: But 

thy right hand, and thine arm, and the light of thy countenance, Because thou hadst a favour unto them.” 

Esther 2:15b - “Now when the turn of Esther, the daughter of Abihail the uncle of Mordecai, who had taken her for 

his daughter, was come to go in unto the king, she required nothing but what Hegai the king's chamberlain, the keeper 

of the women, appointed. And Esther obtained favour in the sight of all them that looked upon her.”  

 

EXAMPLES OF MEN THAT WALKED WITH GOD?  

Enoch walked with God, and he was no more,  for God took him.  

Abraham walked with God by faith. You cannot walk with God without faith. 

Hebrews 11:6 - “Without faith, It’s impossible to please God.” 

Enoch believed that God exists because he walked with Him. 

Abraham walked with God and was made perfect. 
Elijah walked with God and was taken by wild wind to heaven. 

Your heart must be right with God in order to please Him. 

This gives access to make us see well and spiritual illumination. 

It grants us the grace of walking in the supernatural dimension and in spiritual authority.  

All in all, the best decision any child of God can make is to walk with God!
